Unpacking

Unpack the unit carefully and make sure that all accessories are put
aside so they will not be lost.

Examine the unit for any possibility of shipping damage. If your unit
is damaged or fails to operate, notify your dealer immediately. If
your unit was shipped to you directly, notify the shipping company
without delay. Only the consignee (the person or company receiv-
ing the unit) can file a claim against the carrier for shipping damage.
We recommend that you retain the original carton and packing ma-
terials for use should you transport or ship the unit in the future.

Factory fitted molded mains plug

1. The mains plug contains a fuse. For replacement, use only a 5-
Amp ASTA-approved (BS1362) fuse.

2. The fuse cover must be refitted when replacing the fuse in the
molded plug.

3. Do not cut off the mains plug from this equipment. If the plug
fitted is not suitable for the power points in your home or the
cable is too short to reach a power outlet, then obtain an ap-
propriate safety approved extension lead or adapter, or con-
sult your dealer.

AC voltage selection

This unit operates on 110-120 or 220-240 volts AC . The AC volt-
age selector switch under the motor pulley cover is set to the
voltage that prevails in the area to which the unit is shipped. Be-
fore connecting the power cord to your AC outlet, make sure that
the setting position of this switch matches your line voltage. If
not, it must be set to your voltage in accordance with the following
direction.

1. Power sources - The appliance should be connected to a power sup-

ply only of the type described in the instruction manual or as marked
on the appliance. If you are not sure of the type of power supply to
your home, consult your appliance dealer or local power company.
For appliances intended to operate from battery power, or other
sources, refer to the instruction manual.

Power-cord protection - Power-supply cords (AC adaptor) should be

routed so that they are not likely to be walked on or pinched by items
placed upon or against them, pay particular attention to cords at plugs,
wall outlets, and the point where they exit from the appliance.

Never pull or stretch
the cord.

CAUTION - Polarization - This appliance may be equipped with a
polarized alternating-current line plug (a plug having one blade wider
than the other). This plug will fit into the power outlet only one way.
This is a safety future. If you are unable to insert the plug fully into the
outlet, try reversing the plug. If the plug should still fail to fit, contact
your electrician to replace your obsolete outlet. Do not defeat the safety
purpose of the polarized plug.

Ventilation - Slots and openings in the cabinet are provided for ven-
tilation and to ensure reliable operation of the appliance and to protect
it from overheating, and these openings must not be blocked or cov-
ered. The appliance should be situated so that its location or position
does not interfere with its proper ventilation. To maintain good venti-
lation, do not put records or a table-cloth on the appliance. Place the
appliance at least 10 cm away from the walls. Do not use the appli-
ance on a bed, sofa, rug or similar surface that may block the ventila-
tion openings. This appliance should not be placed in a built-in
installation such as a bookcase or rack unless proper ventilation is
provided or the manufacturer's instructions have been adhered to.

Water and moisture - The appliance should not be used near water

17. Outdoor antenna grounding -  If an outside antenna is connected to
the appliance, be sure the antenna system is grounded so as to provide
some protection against voltage surges and built up static charges.
Article 810 of the National Electrical Code ANSI/ NFPA 70, provides
information with respect to proper grounding of the mast and supporting
structure, grounding of the lead-in wire to an antenna discharge unit,
size of grounding conductors, location of antenna discharge unit,
connection to grounding electrodes, and requirements for the grounding
electrode.
